IF your numbers (by our
count at the gate) are above the class in which you registered, we will notify you and bump you up to the class in which you fit (but leave you at
the same time slot); Once registered, you may not change classes except to go up because of increased enroliment. VBODA rules for counting
playing members apply. No refunds on registration fees if you cancel. Questions? Call Hannah Bush at 540-885-0093. On show day, call Bob
Moody’s cell phone at 540-294-9791 (or 866-294-9791). Be here in time to dress and be at warmup area by assigned time. If you arrive late
and are unable to go on at your assigned time, you will be moved to last on the schedule IF the judges agree to stay. You will NOT be asked to
go ahead of your assigned time if we get ahead of schedule or we have a “no show” before you. . NO COOLERS, OUTSIDE FOOD, OR
before pulling onto parking lot to receive instructions from our guide. Do not allow anybody off your bus until our guide says so. Band
members and chaperones get HAND STAMP when getting off bus. No walkups “I'm with the band” at the gate. Chaperone limits (including
director/staff): 12 for class A, 15 for AA and AAA, 20 for 4A & 5A. Please comply or bring payment for extras at $6 adult . No handstamp ,
uniform, or pass means they have to pay to get in! Dressing area is UNDER THE STADIUM -- no dressing in bathrooms by the entry gate--
will cost you compliance points! Face away from stadium when warming up, including the bottom heads of your snare drums and your bass
drum heads AND WARM UP QUIETLY. FIELD ENTRY INFO! Equipment trailers and bands through double gate (upper left as viewed
by judges). Band gate is beside the pay gate. After entry through outer fence continue straight ahead into upper left corner of field to
enter field. Can have drum cadence on (if you must), but rim tap only going off. WE WILL PROVIDE YARDLINE MARKERS ONLY ON THE
JUDGES’ SIDE. IF YOU NEED BOTH SIDES, BRING YOUR OWN. Field exit is lower RIGHT as viewed by judges (band turns LEFT to exit).
HAVE YOUR CREW READY TO MOVE YOUR PIT EQUIPMENT OFF! Action photos of your band will be taken this year but no seatetd
group shots. Please encourage your players to purchase photos of themselves in action by Monica Wilson. Photos can be seen and bought at
www.schoolmarketing.us. The showcase is the main way the Stonewall Brigade Band (the nation’s oldest-continuous community band) makes
its music budget for the 12 annual Summer concerts and other engagements throughout the year.

TOTAL OF 1 POINT IN THE TOTAL SCORE, ENOUGH TO BREAK A TIE.).

NEW DIRECTIONS: (If coming in on I-64 take |-81 South and then the first exit) I-81 EXIT 220. THIS IS VA 262. TAKE THE 4TH EXIT
ONTO PARKERSBURG PIKE VA 254. TURN RIGHT AT END OF RAMP. FOLLOW 254 “BEVERLEY STREET” TO THE 3RD TRAFFIC
